3. Setup
AC Power
The COLORado Solo Edge 3 has an auto-ranging power supply and it can work with an input voltage 
range of 100 to 240 VAC, 50/60 Hz.
To determine the product’s power requirements (circuit breaker, power outlet, and wiring), use the current 
value listed on the label affixed to the product’s back panel, or refer to the product’s specifications chart.

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Setup
DMX Linking
The COLORado Solo Edge 3 can be linked to a DMX controller using a 3- or 5-pin DMX connection. If 
using other DMX-compatible products with this product, it’s possible to control each individually with a 
single DMX controller.
DMX Personalities
The COLORado Solo Edge 3 uses a 3- or 5-pin DMX data connection for its 32 DMX personalities, ranging 
from 5 to 69.

• Refer to the Operation chapter to learn how to configure the COLORado Solo Edge 3 to work in 
these personalities.

Master/Slave Connectivity
The Master/Slave mode allows an COLORado Solo Edge 3 (the master) to control one or more

becomes the master when running an auto program or in Static mode.
Each slave’s control panel must be configured to operate in Slave mode. During Master/Slave operation, 
the slaves will operate in unison with the master.

USB Software Update
The COLORado Solo Edge 3 allows for software updates with a USB device using the built-in USB port. To 
update the software using a USB flash drive:

1. Power on the product, and plug the flash drive into the USB port.
2. Go to the Info&Updating main level in the main menu. 
3. Select the Update Firmware option.
4. Select from Only This Unit, Multiple Fixture, Other Fixture Type, or Fixture to Fixture. A list of 

the updated software files will be displayed.
5. Select the file that needs to be uploaded. The message “Are you sure?” will be displayed. 

Press <ENTER>.

6. If the selected file is correct, the upgrade will start. DO NOT turn off the power or disconnect the 
USB during the process. USB update can take several minutes to complete.

7. When the update is completed, the fixture will automatically reboot.
8. Go to Fixture Information on the product’s menu map and confirm the firmware revision.
9. When the boot-up process is finished, restart the product.

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Force Upload
A Force Upload is done whenever a software update fails due to accidental removal of the USB flash drive, 
incorrect control protocol, or loss of power during a regular software update process.

To do a Force Upload, follow the instructions below:
1. Link the target fixture to the main fixture via a DMX 5-pin connection. Ensure that the target fixture 

is turned off.
2. Turn on the main fixture and set its protocol to DMX512.
3. Plug the flash drive into the USB-C port of the main fixture.
4. Go to Upgrade Firmware on the menu map.
5. Choose between Multiple Fixture and Other Fixture Type. Press <ENTER>.

• Multiple Fixture: Both the target fixture and main fixture are from the same product line 
(e.g., 2 COLORado Solo Edge 3 fixtures).

• Other Fixture Type: The target fixture and main fixture are from different product series 
(e.g., a COLORado Solo Edge 3 as the target fixture and a Maverick Silens 2 Profile as the main 
fixture).

6. Select the file that needs to be uploaded. The message “Are you sure?” will appear on the 
screen. Press <ENTER>. Turn on the target fixture within 1–2 seconds of pressing <ENTER>. The 
display on the target fixture should remain off.
a. The main fixture will show the update progress (0–100%).
b. The target fixture’s display will turn on, and a notification “<UPDATE>” will appear on the screen.

7. DO NOT turn off power or remove the USB flash drive. Once the software is done uploading, the 
target fixture will automatically reboot.

8. Go to the target fixture’s main menu and confirm that the firmware version has been updated.
9. Reboot the target fixture.

• A Force Upload process requires a target fixture (the fixture that needs a Force Upload 
and a main fixture (the fixture that controls the upload process).

• The Force Upload process can only be done one target fixture at a time.

The timing of when the target fixture’s display will turn on varies from fixture to fixture.

Mounting
Before mounting the product, read and follow the safety recommendations indicated in the Safety Notes.
Orientation
Always mount this product in a safe position, making sure there is adequate room for ventilation, 
configuration, and maintenance.
Rigging
Chauvet recommends using the following general guidelines when mounting this product.

• Before deciding on a location for the product, make sure there is easy access to the product for 
maintenance and programming purposes.

• Make sure that the structure and attachment points can support the weight before hanging the 
product (see the Technical Specifications for weight information).

• When mounting the product overhead, always use a safety cable. Mount the product securely to a 
rigging point, whether an elevated platform or a truss.

• When rigging the product onto a truss, use a mounting clamp of appropriate weight capacity.
• When power linking multiple products, mount the products close enough for power-linking cables to reach.
• Additional 13mm mounting holes allow for secure surface mounting.

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Stealth Filter
The COLORado Solo Edge 3 comes with a stealth filter installed in a slot above the light source. The 
stealth filter is kept in place with a spring-loaded filter release latch. To access the filter slot:

1. Press and hold down the filter release latch.

2. Slide the stealth filter in or out.

3. Allow the filter release latch to spring back into position.

Connecting Multiple Fixtures
1. Pull up the spring-loaded locking pin to release the integrated connecting stud.
2. On the second product, pull up the locking pin above the connecting socket and twist it clockwise a 

quarter turn to secure it in a retracted position. 
3. Insert the connecting stud of the first product into the socket of the second product. 
4. Release the locking pin on the second product by twisting it counterclockwise. Make sure the 

locking pin above the connecting socket passes through the hole in the connecting stud.
